2016 MAR Legislative Priorities

Tax equity for Mississippi’s Self-Employed – The goal is for Tax
equity for Mississippi’s Self-Employed by allowing a self-employment tax
deduction on the Mississippi State income tax return, similar to the current
adjustment allowed on the federal return; and as similarly allowed for cor-
porations on the Mississippi State return for the employer-paid portion of
federal Medicare and FICA taxes.  The state’s self-employed
deserve equal tax treatment with corporations in being
able to deduct for state income tax purposes one-half of
their self-employment tax in figuring one’s adjusted gross
income, being the employer-equivalent portion of one’s
self-employment tax, and also the same as allowed on the
federal return for the employer portion of Medicare and
Social Security tax payments paid by a corporation.  This is
a very important job-creating and tax-equity issue and
deserves to be passed and these first-line entrepreneurs
need to be given the same state tax rights as other business-
es.

Eliminating the Franchise Tax – Eliminating the
Franchise Tax will make MS more attractive for businesses to relocate to MS
or encourage existing businesses to expand. The franchise tax hits compa-
nies in the state for capital or property at a rate of $2.50 per $1,000 of cap-
ital or property, whichever is greater. The state’s franchise tax rate is sixth-
highest in the nation and is one of the few without limits on the maximum
payment. Mississippi is one of 18 states with a franchise tax.  Eliminating the
franchise tax could help Mississippi’s tax climate for business. The franchise
tax is paired with a corporate income tax, making it more onerous. Unlike
in New York, Rhode Island and Connecticut, where a company pays only the
higher charge of the two taxes, Mississippi whacks companies with both
taxes every year.

Trespassing Act – MAR supports legislation stating that a landowner does
not owe any responsibility to a trespasser who is injured on their property.
This legislation would help codify the case law concerning land possessors’
duty of care regarding trespassers.  Homeowners, companies, factories,
and farmers may all be at risk of liability for activities inherently out of their
control.

Premise Liability Legislation – MAR supports legislation setting

guidelines for court cases where a third party causes injury to someone at
a business.

Creating the Mississippi Main Street Investment Act – MAR sup-
ports legislation to create the Mississippi main street investment act.  This

act would create the Mississippi main street investment loan
fund and require the Mississippi Development Authority to
establish a program to make loans to municipalities to assist
with maintaining and improving the viability of revitalization
zones; to require a municipality desiring a loan under this act
to submit an application to the Mississippi development
authority; to authorize the issuance of state general obligation
bonds and provide that the proceeds of such bonds shall be
deposited into the Mississippi main street investment loan
fund.

First-Time Home Buyer Savings Account – MAR sup-
ports legislation establishing first-time home buyer savings
accounts that can be used for saving funds for the purchase of

homes by first-time home buyers. Moneys in the account are required to be
used solely for the down payment and closing costs for the purchase of a
home by a first-time home buyer.  Being unable to come up with a hefty
down payment is often a major hurdle for first-time home buyers, particu-
larly young people who are grappling with massive student loan debt. The
issue has become a critical concern for members of the real estate commu-
nity, who have noticed a steady decline in the number of first-time and
young home buyers in the market.

Tax Credits for Historic Structures – MAR Supports legislation
authorizing an income tax credit for costs and expenses incurred for the
rehabilitation of certain historic structures.

Background checks on REALTORS® – MAR Supports legislation
amending Mississippi license law to require fingerprinting and background
checks on new real estate licensee applicants and real estate license
renewals.

The Mississippi Association of REALTORS® Board of Directors and the
Legislative and Regulatory Affairs Committee has approved the follow-
ing issues as legislative priorities for the 2016 Legislative Session.

MAR serves as the voice of real estate in Mississippi by continuously
working side-by-side with state legislators to foster pro-REALTOR®, pro-

business and pro-homebuyer legislation.  Throughout the session, watch
your e-mail for legislative updates and occasional calls for action where
REALTORS® will be asked to contact their representatives to personally
encourage them to support the REALTORS®’ position on key issues.

Mississippi Real Estate Commision:
Disciplinary Actions

One of the primary objectives of the Mississippi REALTORS® and the
Mississippi REALTOR® Institute is to help our members stay out of
trouble.  That is not nearly as simple as it sounds because every real

estate transaction is different and it is very easy to overlook a requirement.
The License Law, Rules and Regulations of MREC and the common law of
agency are active in all real estate transactions and these must be adhered
to chapter and verse.

It has been said that smart people learn
from their mistakes while wise people learn
from other people’s mistakes.  There are a
number of ways to be wise in our business.
One way is to learn and live section 73-35-21
of the license law.  This section lists the 14
things that can cause your license to be sus-
pended or revoked.  If you read and understand
73-35-21, you can follow up by going to the real estate commission website,
mrec.state.ms.us, and click on “Disciplinary” to see what happens to other
people when they violate one of those 14 things.

There are three main violations that you will frequently see on MREC’s
website. (1) Agency Disclosure:  Many are either not using the “Working
with a Real Estate Broker” form or not using it correctly.  There is absolute-
ly no way to practice real estate safely without knowing if the consumer is a
client or a customer, and that choice is theirs to make.  (2) Property
Condition Disclosure:  Again, many are either not using the Property
Condition Disclosure form or not doing it the right way.  It is to be complet-
ed by the seller and all questions must be answered.  (3) Property
Management: There is a great deal more to managing a valuable asset that
belongs to someone else than just finding a tenant who can pay the first
month’s rent.  There has to be a management agreement to establish agency
between the owner and the licensee allowing the agent to act on behalf of
the owner. There should also be an application to screen potential tenants,
and a lease agreement stating the terms of tenant occupancy.

Another often-violated statutory requirement is that the consumer must
know at the first contact that they are dealing with a real estate licensee, not
another consumer. If a licensee is buying or selling for themselves, family or
close associates, they must divulge this in the body of the contract.  If sales-
people are selling but not listing with their broker, they must disclose their
licensure in all advertising including yard signs.  Social media is considered
an advertising medium as well so all offers for sale on Craigslist and
Facebook must include the broker’s name or company name.  You will find
many advertising infractions on the MREC disciplinary site, most from
Facebook statements about a licensee’s new listing.  Since Facebook will cut
off lengthy posts and you have to click to read the bottom of the post, I high-

ly recommend that you put the company name in the top of the post so it
can be seen at the first glance and without having to click.

As a result of the economic problems the country experienced over the
last eight or ten years, there have been several changes in how we do our
business.  The Dodd-Frank Bill with its 1,888 pages is now in effect and the

Consumer Finance Protection Bureau (CFPB)
that came out of this legislation now governs
most of our transactions.  The consumer in the
CFPB is the buyer.  There is nothing in it that
protects the seller, the lender or real estate
licensee.  There is a requirement for strict
appraiser independence,  meaning that no one
can have any input as to which appraiser will be

chosen or any influence as to the method or result of an apprais-
al.  There is a process to appeal an appraisal or offer information, but that
will have to be done after the appraisal is completed.  The loan is between
the buyer and the lender.  The buyer’s agent can be involved only with the
buyer’s consent.  Under no circumstances can either the seller or the sell-
er’s agent have any conversation or influence with the lender or the apprais-
er until the appraisal is completed unless the appraiser requests informa-
tion from them. A violation of appraiser independence will result in severe
sanctions against the licensee who does it and the broker who is responsi-
ble for them.

A violation that we have seen for years is 73-35-21 (i) which requires
licensees to voluntarily give a copy to consumers who execute documents
immediately at the time of signing.  That, of course, does not mean get them
to sign, take the papers to the office to make copies, then bring the copies
back tomorrow.  There are a number of ways to give copies right then and
there, but the most fool-proof way I know is to always carry carbon paper
and two of each form. In addition, there are other digital options available
such as DocuSign®.  That way you can keep the original, give the consumer
the carbon copy at the time of signing and not violate the law.

Every day of our real estate life is about risk management, and a good way
to do that is to study 73-35-21 and keep current with the MREC disciplinary
site to see what other licensees have done to place their licenses in jeopardy.
Every class we teach at the Mississippi REALTOR® Institute includes risk
management for our students.

Mississippi REALTORS® 2016 President Lisa Hollister has been
licensed to sell real estate since 1993. Currently a Broker-Associate
with Moran Realty in Ocean Springs, Hollister has worked in real

estate training and managing for many years and was a National Master
Trainer and Co-Developer with the Floyd Wickman Starmaker Team. Having
previously served as the President of the Biloxi-Ocean Springs Board of REAL-
TORS®, Hollister was also chosen as the board’s REALTOR® of the Year. She
was honored to be chosen as the MAR President’s Award-winner in both 2013
and 2015 and was recently recognized at the 2015 MAR Convention in
Hattiesburg as the Mississippi REALTOR® Institute Instructor of the Year for
2015. She is a graduate of both LeadershipMAR and LeadershipMAR’s 2009
Honors classes. Hollister is a member of NAR’s RPAC President’s Circle, has
served on NAR’s RPAC Participation Council in 2013 and 2014 and is current-
ly serving on NAR’s Broker Involvement Council. Real Estate Leader
Magazine had the opportunity to talk with Lisa Hollister about her upcoming
year of service as 2016 MAR President. 

RL: Tell our members a little about your career in real
estate?

LH: Real estate is my fourth career and utilizes all the skill, knowl-
edge and experience I learned from every previous one.  My first job
was in retail and food service, where I flipped hamburgers, bagged
purchases, and stocked shelves at a local Woolworth’s.  I was 14
and too young to be paid, so I worked for merchandise and
learned about the world of customer service.  Immediately fol-
lowing my high school graduation, I was hired by
a local bank as a loan teller and secretary.
While taking payments and typing loans, I
paid for college and learned to respect
customer privacy.  After earning a
Master’s Degree in English, I was a
high school and community college
instructor.  My students taught me about
hope, overcoming personal adversity, and believing
in something larger than oneself.   By 1994, I was a housewife,
mother of two sons with my home on the market, searching
for a flexible career.  My REALTOR® suggested I take a real
estate class; and within months, I was a licensed REALTOR®

with a third baby on the way. I worked with friends and
friends of friends, and I became a Top Producer, taking real
estate courses and earning designations to sharpen my
skill and learn the business I was growing to love.  I soon
found myself back in the classroom, teaching real estate
courses for the Mississippi Realtor Institute (MRI) until I
received a phone call that changed my life.   The caller was Floyd
Wickman, creator of Sweat Hogs and NAR’s choice as one of the “25
Most Influential” people in real estate, inviting me to join a team to devel-
op a new program and train REALTORS® across the country.   Years later,
while training a company on the Mississippi Coast, I was offered an
opportunity to manage an office of consummate agents and serve as
Director of Training.  Currently, I am a Broker-Associate with the oldest
real estate company in Mississippi, Moran Realty, and I continue to serve
as an instructor for MRI.  In 2015, I received one of the greatest honors
of my life, I was selected as “Instructor of the Year.”  Looking back, my
career in real estate has been an exciting and unpredictable ride; and

while I spent some moments with my eyes closed, hanging on for dear life;
most of the time, I my hands are in the air, heart wide open, saying
“Weeeeeeeeeee” around every curve.

RL: How did you decide on your 2016 Presidential theme and
why do you feel it is important for Mississippi REALTORS® to
engage in the REALTOR® Party?

LH: I stand with hand over heart and pledge allegiance to the greatest coun-
try in the world.  As a young girl, I memorized Lincoln’s “Gettysburg Address”,
stood in a line for hours to have a US Senator autograph a book I was too
young to understand, watched Barry Goldwater win the Republican nomina-
tion, and rode during my first trip to Washington DC, with my head hanging
out of a taxi window, seeing history books come alive. Later, as an adult, I
studied the philosopy of John Locke and Jean-Jacques Rousseau and read the
biographies of many Presidents.  As a result, I get it.  I understand why brave

men and women risked and lost
their lives to create our govern-
ment; and even though we are
busy, focused daily on family
and business, deferring the
duty of governing to those

elected to represent us, I believe it
is our responsibility to preserve the
fundamental principles of our consti-
tution.  Through NAR’s creation of the
REALTOR® Party, REALTORS® across

America form a powerful alliance,
speaking as a collective voice to pro-

mote, protect and defend private proper-
ty rights and home ownership.   My theme,

“R.S.V.P. the REALTOR® Party”, invites every
association member to join the effort and suggests we have
a duty as Americans to respond to the invitation.  This
response involves action:  1) Registering to Vote and pro-
moting and assisting clients and neighbors in registering;
2) Supporting REALTOR® Champions and property
issues through a MARPAC investment; 3) Voting in all
local, state, and national elections; and 4)
Participating by answering Calls for Action, attending
REALTOR® Day at the Capitol in Jackson, and signing
up for the Broker Involvement Program.  My theme
is not about directing the voice of our members;
but, rather, celebrating the fact that we live in a
country that ensures we have a voice and encour-

ages our members to use it.

RL: What would you say are the most urgent issues
that REALTORS® face in 2016?

LH: Politically, Mississippi REALTORS® focus our attention on
state and federal issues that stimulate and strengthen the mar-

ket and protect the business interest of our members.  A
potential threat to this focus is the current discussion in both
houses of Congress and among all political parties regarding

comprehensive tax reform.  Although NAR reports that changes

RSVP: Register, Support, Vote, Participate
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aren’t likely to happen in 2016, we must be diligent in our watch because
included in the discussion are changes affecting Capital Gain Rates,
Depreciation Rules, 1031 Like-Kind Exchanges, Mortgage Debt Cancelation
Relief, and Mortgage Interest Deduction.  Along with tax issues, we must be
alert to Congressional actions regarding Credit Availability, changes to GSEs
and FHA loans, the National Flood Insurance Program and Environmental
Issues that over regulate and negatively affect private property rights.
Mississippi REALTORS®’ goal is to make certain that all legislative action taken
by Congress supports homeownership and the freedom to invest in real estate.

RL: In what ways has the real estate profession become more
challenging for our members over the last five years?

LH: Technology and regulation seem to create a more challenging environ-
ment for our members.  I remember a simpler REALTOR® world that includ-
ed property inventory binders, pink “while you were out” message pads, and
required us to sit at our desk, waiting for the office phone to ring.  Although
our freedom was determined by how far our phone cord would reach, we
were off when the business day ended.  Technology revolutionized the real
estate profession, but created a new standard of responsibility and duty, a
more complex world.  Now, we are attached to a smart phone, answering calls
immediately and becoming masters of multi-tasking.  Our days are spent on
conference calls, juggling multiple calls, and never considering the old Friday
afternoon response, “I’m sorry, she’s gone home; but I can take a message,
and she will call you Monday.” While our trade is made easier by technology,
which allows us to email, text, take a photo, scan, or facetime a client any-
time, anywhere; consumer expectations are elevated to a level that make real
estate a 24/7 business. As a result, we sit at dinner with our families, watch
our children play soccer, wait in doctor’s offices, and sometimes even attend
church, physically present, but miles away in a conversation with a buyer or
seller.   Another concern for REALTORS® is the growing regulation of our pro-
fession; because, at times, compliance with these regulations can create con-
flict with our natural instinct to serve.  Our files are filled with disclosures,
addendums, contracts, counters, and inspections; and we are cautioned to
stay arm’s length, when we would rather wrap our arms around our clients
and help them.  As a result, I believe the greatest challenge facing REAL-
TORS® today is finding the perfect balance: the exact point where we com-
municate, but do not compromise our personal lives; fulfill our fiduciary
duties, but do not cross the line where we are legally and ethically liable.
These challenges are, well, challenging, but REALTORS® accept them and
negotiate ways to overcome them; because we can’t imagine doing anything
else.

RL: Can you share with them a little of what Mississippi 
REALTORS® have accomplished in MARPAC participation?

LH: Like many Mississippians, I grow tired of worn out stigmas; weary from
the perception that our state ranks last in everything.  Recently, while watch-
ing the Egg Bowl, I was offended by the remarks of a sports commentator,
who believed our image might be elevated because some of our colleges had
winning football seasons.  I was disheartened because I believe that we are a
progressive state and deserve national respect.  Nowhere is this more evident
than in our ranking with NAR through our RPAC participation.    As a result of
a three year grassroots effort to educate our members about the importance
of advocacy and MARPAC investment, Mississippi was recognized as Most
Improved State in Participation, 3rd in Participation of all US states and terri-
tories, and a 3-yr recipient of the coveted President’s Cup.  Our members con-
sistently receive appointments to major RPAC committees, are invited to sit on
national panels, and currently rank 5th in the nation for our 33% response to
the Patent Troll Abuse Call for Action.  As a result of our national standing,

NAR has acknowledged our leadership by investing hundreds of thousands of
dollars in support of Mississippi candidates and ballot initiatives.  I believe the
reputation of Mississippi REALTORS® is best described by NAR President,
Steve Brown’s reaction while attending REALTOR® Day at the Capitol and wit-
nessing the relationship we have with state officials, “I’ve been to many states,
but I’ve never seen this response.  You must have great influence!”   

RL: Can you talk a little about NAR Calls for Action, the relative
ease of the process and how important and impactful those
calls are to our members’ profession?

LH: Imagine a high ranking official in Jackson, still in pajamas, drinking cof-
fee, when suddenly his or her smart phone blows up with over 5000 messages
in support or rejection of a bill coming up for vote that day.  Imagine a
Congressman in DC receiving over 1 million messages before the day even
begins.  Imagine them walking through the capitol, becoming aware that their
colleagues received the same message from REALTORS® who vote and invest.
Do you think the buzz might affect their position on a pending bill or cause
them to stay for a vote they intended to miss?  This is the power of Calls for
Action; the ability to turn a quiet, individual voice into a collective roar that
cannot be ignored.  All one has to do to sign up and receive state and feder-
al Calls is to send the message “REALTOR” to 30644 on a smart phone.  NAR
will send a confirmation that the message was received and a notification
when there is a bill before Congress which involves property rights, home-
ownership, or issues that affect the real estate industry.  A response to the Call
requires a few clicks, and our voice is heard! I encourage and personally ask
every member of our association to sign up now, don’t even finish reading this
article (but come back after signing up).  Its’s that important!!!!  

RL: How do you think members can best communicate the
importance of registering, supporting, voting, and participating
in the political process to their fellow members?

LH: By issuing an invitation and anticipating a response.  It’s that simple.  Ask
everybody in the office if they registered to vote, signed up to receive Calls for
Action and responded when one was sent, invested their fair share, took reg-
istration forms to every closing for their clients, made plans to attend REAL-
TOR® Day at the Capitol.  Also, ask your Broker if he or she signed up for the
Broker Involvement Program by registering on www.realtoractioncenter.com
(only takes 3 minutes); and if your Broker is too busy, ask permission to do
it for them.  In addition, REALTORS® may communicate the importance of an
R.S.V.P. by inviting members in a sales meeting and at local board meetings to
Register, Support, Vote and Participate.   To effectively deliver the message of
how important our individual response is and how powerful our collective
voice can be, we must be involved.  In the words of Edward O. Wilson, a noted
Alabama scientist, “You teach me, I forget. You show me, I remember. You
involve me, I understand.”
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My grandmother often told me that before you
can become anything, you must first be grate-
ful. So, I want to thank some special people.

My father was the son of a sharecropper in rural
Louisiana and is the most intelligent man I’ve ever
known who never earned a degree. Once, after filling out
my high school schedule, I handed it to him to sign, he
stared at it for a while, then smiled, and said, “Lisa, art,
piano, and French are wonderful subjects but may I sug-
gest you take shorthand, typing, and office machines.
Then you will have the skills to become a successful sec-
retary.” My father wasn’t trying to discourage me or limit
my opportunities. He was preparing me for the world he
lived in. But his world didn’t fit me.  I had my own
dreams.

In 1776, Thomas Paine also had a dream. He visual-
ized a country, governed by the people, not by a divinely
appointed king. He published this radical idea in a pam-
phlet called, “Common Sense”. It stirred the hearts of
men and inspired a revolution against the superpower of
the world. One of the principals he and the founding
fathers believed in was private property rights. John
Adams said that “Property must be secured, or liberty
cannot exist.” REALTORS® share this belief.

Our Code of Ethics begins “Under all is the land” and
asks us to go above and beyond ordinary commerce,
inferring that we have a duty to protect and defend these
basic rights.

Historians have called Thomas Paine the “Voice of
Revolution” and through the branding efforts of The
National Association of REALTORS®, we are known
worldwide as the “Voice for Real Estate”.

At last year’s convention, our 2015 MAR President
Andrea Detrick challenged Mississippi REALTORS® to
“Be the Voice” and what a fabulous year it has been
using that voice.  Andrea, on behalf of our association, I
thank you!

Tonight I am inviting all of you to join me in becom-
ing a collective voice--a voice that fights for private prop-
erty rights in our community, state, and country--not with
muskets and midnight rides, but 5,500 strong
Mississippi REALTORS® united through the REALTOR®

Party.
Currently, 56 percent of our members are involved.

With so much at stake, (mortgage interest deduction,
mortgage debt cancellation tax relief, capital gains, 1031
like-kind exchanges, Freddie and Fannie restructuring,
credit availability, Dodd-Frank, and Technology issues)
why isn’t everyone?

Many REALTORS® say they aren’t interested in politics.
Our voice must echo the words of the great Greek states-
man, Pericles, and say to them, “Just because you don’t
take an interest in politics, doesn't mean politics won't
take an interest in you." 

Some REALTORS® don’t want to be labeled Democrat,
Republican or Libertarian. Our voice must educate them
that the REALTOR® Party does not support a particular
party, but supports candidates who support REALTOR®

issues. Like Thomas Jefferson, the REALTOR® Party

understands that we are “called by different names, but
brothers of the same principles.”

Of the 44 percent of Mississippi REALTORS® not
involved, I wonder how many have been asked to the
REALTOR® Party. When I look back and contemplate
how I came to be on this stage tonight, I realize my jour-
ney began with someone believing in me, and more
importantly, asking me to be involved. Jo Usry, thank you
for that.

Tonight I am issuing a personal invitation to every
Mississippi REALTOR® to come to the REALTOR® Party
and I’m asking that your response be more than an indif-
ferent “regrets only”. I’m asking for a "répondez, s'il
vous plait”–a true RSVP–a commitment to Register,
Support, Vote and Participate in the REALTOR® Party.

A popular Mississippi newspaper reported that we
don’t have a registration problem. In fact, they claimed
that one third of our counties have more registered vot-
ers than living, breathing people. We will work closely
with Secretary of State, Delbert Hosemann and, once
again, encourage REALTORS® to take registration forms
to closings.

Secondly, the REALTOR® Party SUPPORTS home own-
ership and the real estate industry. We seek candidates
and endorse elected officials who are pro-business and
REALTOR® champions. 

Thirdly, the REALTOR® Party VOTES.  Our voice is
heard every time we exercise this privilege, whether
electing a local sheriff or the President of the United
States.  We know that “Bad politicians are sent to
Jackson and Washington by good people who don’t
vote.”  

Finally, the REALTOR® Party PARTICIPATES. Harry
Truman said that “great leaders are masters of leading.”
We invite all Mississippi Brokers to lead their agents by
signing up for the Broker Involvement Program.

We also invite all REALTORS® to attend REALTOR® Day
at the Capitol. To be successful in real estate, we under-
stand that the strongest relationships we build with our
clients are through face to face contacts, and no email,
phone call, or direct marketing piece can take the place
of a handshake. 

And, finally, we invite all REALTORS® to respond to
state and federal “Calls for Action”. In 2014, less than 18
percent of Mississippi REALTORS® answered the Flood
Insurance call.  This year, through a grass roots effort,
we increased our participation in the Patent Troll Call to
almost 33 percent. We were fourth in the nation! This is
great improvement, but still a moderate rumble. To be
heard, our voice must be loud and proud.

Let’s have the faith to believe in who we are, the wis-
dom to speak with a united voice and the courage to
commit to the task. I invite you to the REALTOR® Party.
Will your RSVP be yes? And who will stand with me and
take this party to your local board?

I thank you for the privilege to serve as your President.
Let’s get this party started!

Real Estate Trends for Higher
SEO Rank in 2016

Search Engine Optimization (SEO) used to be about finding the right
formula of keywords, meta tags, and backlinks to get your website
ranking higher in search results. Google and other major search

engines have come a long way in how they index and rank websites, and
you can no longer rely on "tricks" or a purely technical SEO strategy. Now
sites with locally-targeted rich content rank higher on search
results. Keep that in mind when you look at your website.
Generally, the more unique local content you have, the better
your results will be.

Today there are two overriding trends affecting real estate
SEO–Agent Profiles from Realtor.com and mobile-
friendly website design.

How a free Agent Profile can boost your SEO!
Agent Profile is a free tool that allows you to personalize how

you are displayed on Realtor.com. Agent
Profiles are a great way for you to better
market your listings to one of the largest
property listing sites on the web, but it is
also a great tool for SEO.

I encourage you to visit to Google or
another major search engine and search
for your name followed by "realtor" or "real
estate" as a consumer might do when look-
ing you up. Your Realtor.com profile will likely be near the top of the page,
even if you have not yet claimed it. If you haven't claimed it, you won't see
a photo, a bio, and the profile will look empty. This may be the first link a
consumer clicks on when searching for you!

Agents are able to claim and customize a profile for free. You can
upload a photo, post your bio, share specific specializations or areas
served, and even set a background/header image for your profile.

Agents can also link to their own website on their profile, and on each
of their listings that is displayed on the site. A site like Realtor.com that
ranks high on search engines has "authority", meaning they are trusted
sources of information. Linking to your website from those sites with
authority can boost your website's rankings on search engines.

Realtor.com is also launching new optional reputation management
tools with recommendations and a rating and review system. The recom-
mendation system allows colleagues, family, and friends to highlight your
professionalism and experience on your profile. The RealRating™ system
allows you to request feedback from actual clients after a transaction has
closed. Agents can post their own response to any rating or review, giving
you more control over what consumers see. Every recommendation and
review adds unique content to your profile, helping you stand out from the
crowd - not only to consumers, but also to search engines! This extra con-
tent can help your Agent Profile be more relevant and rank higher on
search engines.

To claim your free Agent Profile and take charge of how consumers see
you on Realtor.com, visit realtor.com/agentprofile or call 866-665-1738.

The importance of mobile friendly website design
With the proliferation of larger screen smartphones, web browsing is

increasingly taking place on mobile devices. The percent of traffic
ranges from site-to-site, but mobile visits can make up 40-55% of
a website's total traffic. Many local real estate websites are not
mobile friendly, meaning when someone visits the site, they have
to pinch the screen and zoom in to read or navigate the site's

content.  Google has recently started penalizing websites
that are not mobile friendly, pushing these sites
lower in their search rankings.

There are two ways to make your website mobile friendly. The first way
is to develop a separate "mobile website" that looks similar to

your site, but it designed to fit a specific size
device. When a visitor visits your website,
your site would attempt to detect if they are
on a mobile device, and if so it would direct
them to the mobile version. There are numer-
ous problems with mobile websites. First off,
a mobile site contains duplicate content from
the original site, which can cause a penalty at
some search engines. Secondly, your site may

not accurately redirect all mobile users to your mobile site, leaving some
visitors with a bad browsing experience. Finally, mobile sites are typically
designed for a specific size mobile device, but now smart phones have a
wide variety of screen sizes.

The latest standard in mobile website design is called "responsive". A
responsive website will scale up or down to conform to whatever size
device it loads on. Converting an existing website to a responsive design is
not an easy task, so it is best to have it built responsive from the start. If
you are in the market for a new website, or new design, make sure your
developer/designer builds your website to be responsive! If you are unsure
if your website is responsive, simply open your site in a web browser on
your computer, and then resize the browser to make it smaller. Your site's
content should shrink down as you do so that the images and text never
go off the screen to the right no matter what size your browser window is.
A responsive site will not only help your rankings on popular search
engines, but it will also give your visitors a better experience, making it
easier for them to find what they are looking for!
